STARVE HOLLOW STATE RECREATION AREA

2010 was a busy year for Starve Hollow ,
but 2011 is shaping up to be busier.

Starve Hollow is a modern campground
facility so the majority of our seasonal
staff is utilized to operate entry/camping
gates, camp store, security, and maintain
the appearance and cleanliness of the
grounds and facilities.

Thanks to the YHCC program in 2010
we were able to make a few improve-
ments to the property such as trail im-
provements, painting, and replacing
ADA ramps.

A major accomplishment in 2010 was
the remodeling of our three comfort
stations. Led by our full time staff with
assistance from Indiana Department of
Corrections and Jackson County Correc-
tions, each comfort station received a
new roof, wall and ceiling panels, light-
ing, shower partitions and hardware,
ADA sinks, toilet and urinal partitions,
and flooring.

For all of you fishermen check out our
newly remodeled fish cleaning station.
Staff remodeled our existing cleaning
station by installing a new cleaning sta-
tion unit, roof and a fresh coat of paint.

Thanks largely to the Jackson County
Leadership group the Nature Center re-
ceived a new covered porch. The porch
provides new space for various Nature
Center activities/events to be held outside
regardless of weather conditions.

Currently, staff are working hard prepar-
ing for the upcoming recreational season.
We have a firewood storage building
under construction to ensure the fire-
wood we sell through concessions is dry
for customers at all times.

We continue to work on various details of
our mechanical and hydrological dredge
project we unveiled last year. We've al-
ready received some supplies and equip-
ment and we're working on additional
purchases of needed supplies as well as

finalizing details with adjacent landown-
ers who will receive some of the material
we remove.

Our dredging efforts will begin with the
front entrance, working both sides of the
road. QOur goal is to reclaim this area to its
previous state. If all progresses well we
anticipate work beginning in the spring
or early summer.

Lake management is another area we're
planning for as well. Following the re-
moval of gizzard shad and carp lake clar-
ity improved. Improved clarity was a
good thing but it resulted in increased
sunlight penetrating the water column
which stimulated aquatic weed growth.
Weed growth exploded over the past
couple years and for those of you that
have visited us during this period know
what we're battling. We're working on
purchasing chemicals and equipment to
better assist us with our weed manage-
ment efforts in 201 1.
