. Has three lobes: front, middle, and back—or,
left, center and right. An extinct distant cousin
to the pill bug.

. Its common name—sea lily—implies a flower
but it's an animal related to starfish. Not
extinct.

. Can be described as an armored sea
anemone. It common name is after its body
