This mesophytic hardwood 
forest is intermediate 
between beech-maple and 
oak-hickory types. It tends 
toward beech-maple, but 
also includes large numbers 
of red oak, green ash, and 
hickory. The preserve name 
comes from the unusually 
high number of hornbeams 
(ironwoods) in the 
understory. In spring the 
forest is covered by a dense 
carpet of wildflowers. This 
preserve also has a small 
seep spring community. 

The preserve is located on 
Ordovician sandstone, shale 
and dolomite. Glacial 
deposits from both Illinoian 
and Wisconsinan glaciers 
covered the area. Fossils 
have been exposed where 
streams have cut down 
through the bedrock.
