Description:
Ten O’Clock Line Nature Preserve constitutes the high quality core within the largest contiguous forest block

remaining in Indiana. This provides critical habitat for numerous forest interior plants and animals dependent
upon unfragmented ecosystems. The concentration of topographically diverse high quality upland, ravine,
and floodplain forests provide habitat for numerous species of forest interior neotropical migratory
songbirds as well as a number of other rare plant and animal species. The state threatened yellowwood tree is
found in a number of populations within the preserve.
