A. Opening Remarks—Facilitator – Kristin Brier
B. Overview of Article 2 Initiative 
1.  Assistant Commissioner – Dan Murray
· Indiana has some of the most complicated and voluminous air permitting rules in the country.  There are opportunities to be more efficient and use the department’s resources more effectively.  The purpose of the Article 2 Initiative Workgroup is to take an in-depth look at Indiana’s air permitting rules and engage individuals that use those rules to assist the department in improving the Article 2 permitting rules. 

2.  Permits Branch Chief – Matt Stuckey
· The department’s goal is to improve the permitting rules, making them more consistent and predictable.  The permits branch will be providing technical assistance throughout this rulemaking.  The Article 2 Initiative is going to take a comprehensive look at our rules, but not at the expense of the permitting program.  The department is soliciting information for this process through the workgroup.  The permits branch knows that there are areas that can be improved. There are known issues with the definitions of terms, internal consistency, and lack of clarity.  However, any changes that can be completed must be considered with the intent that U.S. EPA will approve the final rule.  We want this process to be a cooperative effort and want the public to provide input into our efforts to amend the Article 2 rules.

C. Rules Development Branch 
1.  Article 2 Fix-up Rule update (LSA # 07-372) – Susan Bem
· The Article 2 Fix-up Rule published in the Indiana Register on September 2, 2009.  The comment period ends on October 2, 2009.  The goal of the department is to move this rule forward and have final adoption completed before the second notices for the Article 2 Initiative rulemakings publish in order to have a clean slate for those rulemakings.  Preliminary adoption is scheduled for November 4, 2009, however, that date may change depending on the comments that IDEM receives.

2.  Article 2 Initiative timeline – Amy Smith
· The department plans to publish the Second Notice of Comment Period for the near-term rulemaking (LSA #09-493) in the early summer of 2010.  Preliminary adoption would then be completed by October with final adoption occurring by either the end of the year 2010 or in early 2011.  Future workgroup meetings will primarily focus on the near-term rulemaking.
· The department will continue to address long-term issues throughout this time and workgroup meetings that focus on the long-term rulemaking are expected to continue until the Fall of 2010.  The department plans to publish the Second Notice of Comment Period for the long-term rulemaking (LSA #09-492) in early 2011.
3.  Article 2 Initiative summary of comments –Amy Smith
· Eleven commentors submitted their comments during the First Notice of Comment Period.  All comments will be formally responded to in the Second Notice of Comment Period.
