(A) the modification results in the replacement or repair of an entire process;

(B) the modification qualifies as a reconstruction of an entire process; or

(C) the modification may result in an increase of actual emissions.

A modification that adds an emissions unit or units of the same type that are already permitted or replaces an existing unit and that will comply with the same applicable requirements and permit terms and conditions as the existing emission unit or units, except if the modification would result in a potential to emit greater than the thresholds in 326 IAC 2-2, 326 IAC 2-3, or 326 IAC 2-5.1-3(a).

326 IAC 2-8-11.1(f)(1)- Clarify what is a significant permit revision. (IDEM, #29)  





Subgroup Recommendation:  Add a new clause to 326 IAC 2-8-11.1(f).








326 IAC 2-8-10(a)(5)-Clarify and expand on what can be an administrative amendment—add the word “testing”.  (IDEM, #29)





Subgroup Recommendation:  Add the word “testing” to 326 IAC 2-8-10(a)(5).














326 IAC 2-6.1-6(d) – Replace the term “notice-only changes” with “administrative amendments”. (IDEM, #27)





Subgroup Recommendation: Amend 326 IAC 2-6.1-6(d).  This amendment will have to be made throughout the Article 2 rules to reflect the change in terminology.





Add new language to 326 IAC 2-8-10 that will allow the addition or removal of permit requirements resulting from a change in rule applicability through an administrative amendment. (IDEM, #29)





Subgroup Recommendation:  This is an acceptable change.  











Clarify to address what is a “significant change” in 326 IAC 2-6.1-6(d)(5) and 326 IAC 2-8-10(a)(11).  A revision would not be an administrative amendment if it results in the removal or reduction of compliance testing or its frequency.  (IDEM, #27 & 29)





Subgroup Recommendation:  This is an acceptable rule change.























Combine subdivisions so  that an existing unit may be replaced if that unit is subject to the same applicable requirements in 326 IAC 2-6.1-6(d) and 326 IAC 2-8-10(a).  (IDEM, #27 & 29)





Subgroup Recommendation:  This is an acceptable change.








Add new language so that exempt units may be added through an administrative amendment in 326 IAC 2-8-10 and 326 IAC 2-6.1-6(d).  (IDEM, #27 and 29)





Subgroup Recommendation:  The new language should make clear that adding exempt units through an administrative amendment is not mandated.  IDEM agrees and would only use this authority at the request of the permittee.  IDEM is drafting rule language.








Clarify what is a minor or significant administrative amendment level change to an MSOP.  IDEM has an overall desire to clarify and make consistent the administrative amendment level between Registrations, MSOPs and FESOPs.  (IDEM, #28)





Subgroup Recommendation:  This is an acceptable change.  IDEM is currently reviewing these rules and looking for additional opportunities to make them more consistent.





Clarify that subdivisions (7) through (9) would only apply when there is no change to operations or processes and when there is no new equipment being added in 326 IAC 2-6.1-6(d) and 326 IAC 2-8-10(a).  (IDEM, #27 & 29)





Subgroup Recommendation:  This is an acceptable change.














326 IAC 2-6.1-1 – Clarify the exemptions section by putting in the numbers for applicability.  (IDEM, #28)





Subgroup Recommendation:  This is an acceptable change.  IDEM is currently drafting rule language.  This language will be available at the workgroup meeting.





Amend the section title of 326 IAC 2-5.5-6.  Change the section title from “Source modification” to “Registration revisions”.  (IDEM, #9)





Subgroup Recommendation:  This is an acceptable change.





Clarify that “repair and replace” is allowed without prior approval in 326 IAC 2-5.5-6, 326 IAC 2-6.1-6(b) and  326 IAC 2-6.1-6(b).  (IDEM, #9, 27 & 29 )





Subgroup Recommendation:  This is an acceptable change.





Rename notice-only changes to administrative amendment for consistency with the FESOP program in 326 IAC 2-5.5-6(d).  (IDEM, #9)





Subgroup Recommendation:  This is an acceptable change.





Add new language that will allow the removal of permit requirements that are no longer applicable through an administrative amendment in 326 IAC 2-5.5-6(d)(6) and 326 IAC 2-6.1-6(d)(6).  (IDEM, #9 & 27)





Subgroup Recommendation:  This is an acceptable change.  





Add new language to 326 IAC 2-5.5-6(d) to allow the addition of a unit of the same type that will comply with all applicable requirements.  The language will be similar to the existing language for MSOPs and FESOPs.  (IDEM, #9)





Subgroup Recommendation:  This is an acceptable change.  
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
