The Central Indiana Air Quality Advisory Group serves as a forum to discuss and evaluate air quality information and air quality trends and projections for Central Indiana.  The CIAQAG coordinates and energizes interested stakeholders, reports findings, develops strategies and recommends actions as they pertain to air quality impacts on public health, the environment, economic development and transportation.

CIAQAG Objectives

Identify what other organizations are already doing to address air quality in Central Indiana and determine what needs still exist.

∙
Encourage participation by local governments/elected officials to educate them on air quality issues that impact Central Indiana and may require action.

∙
Provide a forum for organizations to coordinate air quality education. 

∙
Develop information resources on mobile sources, emissions inventories, health risks, air quality trends, etc. 

∙
Stay informed on proposed and final air quality standards concerning ambient air quality, criteria pollutants, air toxics, and greenhouse gases.

∙
Assist with recommendations on regulatory and voluntary measures to state and local government officials for future State Implementation Plan development.

∙
Analyze future air quality trends for long-term planning.

∙
Prepare an annual assessment of Central Indiana air quality.

∙
Hold an annual workshop in June to provide information to interested stakeholders and the public on Central Indiana air quality.

∙
Set annual priorities.

∙
Evaluate, consider and recommend regulatory and voluntary measures to state and local government officials for air toxics, greenhouse gases, and other air pollution-related issues.

CIAQAG Meeting Frequency

Regular CIAQAG Meeting Frequency:  Twice each year in November and May.  Meeting frequency may be increased based on priorities identified by the Planning Workgroup.

Meeting Day and Time:  To be determined by polling group.

Annual Air Quality Workshop or Roundtable:  Probably in June each year.
