(b) This section does not apply to the following:
(1) A motor vehiclethat is manufactured to transport less than
Six (6) passengers.
(2) A private bus (as defined in IC 9-13-2-133(a)).

(B) Taillamps.
(C) Brakelights.
(D) Clearance lights.
(E) Turn signals.
(3) The vehicle's steering and suspension.
(4) The vehicle's exhaust systems.
(5) The vehiclesbody in general.
(6) The vehicle'stires.
