without a written pernit from the Indiana departmeh of
transpotation. Theactionmustbein accor@ncewith the rues aml
requiremerts of the departmert.

Rules and requirements for entrances; adoption

Sec.2. The hdianadepartnent of transportation shall adoptes
andrequirenents fo private etrances, driveways, andappraches
necessy to providefor drainag of thehighway, preserationof the
highway, and the safety and convenience of traffic on the highway.

The rdesard requirenerts adoptedunder sedion 2 of this
chaptermay include theminimum distarce tha gasolinepunps,
buildings,andotherstructures$o which private etrancesgdriveways,
or approaches make aconnedion may be placednext to the property
line of the state highway or next to the outside edge d sidewalks
alongroutes thraigh incorporate citiesandtowns.

The etire expense of
constructing private entancesdriveways, andapprachesshall ke
paidby thepersonto whom apernit is given.

Bond or cash deposit

Sec.5. The hdianademrtment d transmrtaion may requre,
beforegranting a pernit, that a sufficientbond be given a cash
deposit be made with the Indiana departmert of transpotation to
ensurethe carying out of the terms of the pernit. The tond or



deposit shdl be returned when the requiremerts of the permit have
beenmet

IC 9-21-19-6
Maintenance and repair of entrances; removal of entrances at
owner's expense

Sec 6. The owners or occupants of property akutting a stae
highway shdl maintain and keepin repair al private etrances,
driveways, and appraches. Private emrances, driveways, and
approachesmay na beconstrieted @ maintainedin a mannerthat
obstruds orinterfereswith the hidhway, traffic, or a dran or ditch
thathasbeenconstricted m o thatsenes thehighway. An owner or
occumnt d abuting property shdl remove private etrances,
driveways, and gpproachesatthe owner'sexpense whenrequeged to
doso ly thelndianadepartment d transmrtation.

IC 9-21-19-7
Construction or reconstruction of state highways; inclusion of
construction of public and existing private approaches and
drainage structuresin improvement; location of drives; duties of
owner

Sec 7. Whenahighway in the state highway systemor the state
maintained route thraugh a city or town is onstruded o
reconstructed, the construction of all public road approaches and
existing private ajproacles,together with thedrainag strutures
requred for the road's protection, shall be included as a part of the
improvement d the highway or state maintainedroute. Thelndiana
department d transprtationmayrequre thechangng ofthe lacation
of exsting drives,in theinterestof safdy to the motoring public,
when the highway is constru¢ed a recorstructed.The owner or
occumnt d the abuttingpraperty shdl make achang inlocation
unde thedirectionof thelndianadepartnentof transpetation.Upon
the conpletionof the highway, the owners or occuptsofadjoining
lands shall leepin repir all private emrances,driveways, and
apprachedrom highways.
